In response to the request for renewal of a Dance Hall License submitted by Mr. 

Chris Haun, co-owner of Tornado Lounge, 305 N. Broadway, I have reviewed the calls 
for service received by the Police Department for the period April 1, 2010 through April 
1, 2011.  During this period, the department received 28 requests for service and filed 
15 crime reports for incidents.  Officers also conducted 23 routine bar checks.   
 For comparison purposes, the 2010 renewal summary showed 28 calls for 
service, 27 reports filed, and 27 bar checks conducted.  However, it should be noted 
that Mr. Haun and his partner were not the owners of Tornado Lounge during the 2009-
2010 call summary period.  Following is a summation of the calls for service received 
and crime reports filed by officers.  The situations resulting in a report being filed are 
highlighted in bold print: 
 
April 1, 2010 - 1:49 a.m. – Noise Complaint – A subject living near the bar advised 
subjects were behind the bar throwing bottles and being loud.  Officers checked the 
area but the subjects had already left the area. 
 
April 2, 2010 – 1:35 a.m. – Request for Officer – Officers were called to investigate a 
suspicious group of subjects near the back of the bar.  No problem found and no further 
action was required. 
 
April 3, 2010 – 1:53 a.m. – Officer Information Report – Management advised four 
subjects were at the door trying to re-enter the bar after being told to leave.  The 
subjects were advised of criminal trespass and removed from the area. 
 
May 22, 2010 – 1:56 a.m. – Criminal Trespassing – Management advised two 
subjects previously barred from the bar were trying to enter and cause a disturbance.  
The subjects fled as officers arrived, but were caught a short distance away, arrested 
and taken to jail.   
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May 20, 2010 – 2:00 a.m. – Theft - A patron of the bar reported having their cell phone 
stolen.  There were no apparent witnesses or suspects. 
 
June 17, 2010 – 12:38 a.m. – Criminal Damage – Management reported three 
subjects messing with cars in the parking lot.  Officers located the subjects a short 
distance from the area and located a damaged vehicle.  A report was taken and 
submitted for prosecution. 
 
July 29, 2010 – 2:06 a.m. – Battery – An officer on routine patrol observed a female 
strike another female in front of the bar.  The officer broke up the fight, arrested one 
subject and took her to jail. 
 
August 22, 2010 – 2:14 a.m. – Unlawful Hours of Operation – An officer on patrol 
observed subjects drinking at the bar after closing hours.  The officer found several 
subjects in the bar and determined subjects were still drinking after closing hours.  ABC 
agents happened to be in town and responded, issuing an administrative violation.  Both 
owners were cited by the officer for City alcohol violations as well. 
 
August 27, 2010 – 11:02 p.m. – Fight in Progress – A Crawford County Deputy 
observed a group of subjects in front of the bar that appeared to be preparing to fight.  
Officers responded and the subjects all left the area.  No further action required. 
 
September 5, 2010 – 12:01 a.m. – Disorderly Conduct, Battery to an Officer – 
Officers were called to a fight at the bar.  As officers were investigating the call, a 
female subject began yelling profanities at officers and persons in the area.  As an 
officer was arresting the female for disorderly conduct, the female struck the officer in 
the face.  The subject was arrested and taken to jail. The officer was not injured. 
 
September 5, 2010 – 11:14 p.m. – Battery – A second victim from the previous night’s 
fight call noted above contacted the police department to report being struck by the 
suspect.  Additional information for the report was taken on the second victim and 
referred for prosecution. 
 
October 23, 2010 – 1:28 a.m. – Battery – Officers were called to a fight inside the bar 
and subjects being pepper-sprayed by someone at the bar.  The investigation revealed 
a fight started between several individuals and the owner sprayed pepper spray when 
the subjects would not stop fighting.  The main instigator fled prior to officer’s arrival.  A 
report was completed and submitted for prosecution. 
 
October 23, 2010 – 2:01 a.m. – Battery – The owner of the bar reported she was 
slapped in the face by an unknown female whom she asked to leave the bar.  This 
incident was occurring at approximately the same time as the fight noted above in 
another part of the bar.  The unknown female fled prior to officer’s arrival and was never 
identified. 
 
October 24, 2010 – 2:05 a.m. – Fight in Progress – Patrons leaving the bar were 
arguing with members of a band that had played at the bar as they were leaving.  The 
incident was verbal only and officers stood by till the band left the area.  No further 
action required. 
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October 30, 2010 – 3:08 a.m. – Noise Complaint – A person living near the bar reported 
several subjects in the parking lot behind the bar making noise.  No one was located in 
the area when officers arrived.  No further action required. 
 
November 14, 2010 – 12:04 a.m. – Domestic Battery – Officers were called by an 
unknown caller in reference to a domestic disturbance at the bar.  Upon arrival, no 
evidence of any problem was found.  No further action required. 
 
November 14, 2010 – 4:01 a.m. – Theft – A subject reported his cell phone stolen from 
the bar.  There were no apparent witnesses or suspects. 
 
November 21, 2010 – 12:12 a.m. – Battery – Officers were called for two subjects 
fighting in front of the bar.  Upon arrival, officers learned the owner was struck by a 
subject as he was trying to break up the fight.  The subject then fled, but was located a 
short distance away, arrested and taken to jail. 
 
November 21, 2010 – 12:22 a.m. – Warrant Arrest – A second subject contacted in 
the above incident was found to have an active arrest warrant for disorderly conduct.  
He was arrested and taken to jail. 
 
December 9, 2010 – 1:35 a.m. – Disorderly Conduct – An officer on patrol was 
flagged down by subjects in front of the bar in reference to a physical fight that had just 
occurred.  Officers identified the two involved and both were arrested for disorderly 
conduct. 
 
December 9, 2010 – 1:48 a.m. – Protection Order Violation – While investigating the 
previous call, officers located a subject in the bar in violation of a protection from 
stalking order issued by the Court.  The subject was arrested and taken to jail. 
 
December 26, 2010 – 4:59 a.m. – Commercial Alarm – Officers responded to an alarm 
at the building.  The alarm was determined to be false and no further action was 
required. 
 
January 1, 2011 – 1:06 a.m. – Request for Officer – Officers were called to the bar in 
reference to a subject who broke a sink off the wall in the bathroom.  The subject 
agreed to pay for the damage and the matter was resolved with no further action 
required. 
 
January 26, 2011 – 2:47 a.m. – Commercial Alarm – Officers were called to an alarm at 
the building.  Alarm was cancelled per management and the alarm company prior to 
officer arrival.

20th and Broadway (US-69B) Intersection Improvements 

 
The City of Pittsburg received notification from KDOT that they have selected the 20th 
and Broadway (US-69B) Intersection Improvements Project to receive federal-aid HSIP 
funding for fiscal years 2012 and 2013 (October 2011 through September 2013).  The 
funding offered is the maximum amount ($400,000) for the project and will be based on 
a 90% Federal/10% Local split in funding.  These funds will cover the costs of 
construction and construction engineering (inspection).  In addition to 10% of these 
costs, the City will be responsible for the following: 
 

• Acquiring all necessary right-of-way in accordance with federal-aid procedures. 
• Initiating all utility adjustments, both for the facilitation of construction and for the 

benefit of traffic safety. 
• Preparing the project plans in accordance with KDOT standard specifications. 
• 100% of the costs exceeding the maximum amount of federal funds. 

 
The scope of work includes the upgrade of signals with left turn phasing and the 
widening of 20th Street to construct left turn lanes.  The attached memo from the City 
Engineer describes the background information on how this project was identified.
