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The Airport Advisory Committee met on Monday, May 21, at 10:00 a.m., in the City Hall Conference Room.  The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. with all seven (7) members present.  
The first order of business was the approval of the minutes of the meeting of February 13, 2012.  Ron Long moved, seconded by Nathan Keizer, that the minutes be approved as submitted.  Motion carried unanimously. 

The second order of business was an update on Contract Fuel Sales and Airport Operation Budget.  Bill Beasley handed out a table of Airport Fuel Sales for January through April contrasting the year 2011 and this year.  Bill stated that so far this year approximately $10,000 more than last year due in part to the City using AvFuel Contract Fuel System.  Mr. Beasley stated there was an increase in fuel cost.  The biggest change was the method used to collect credit card fees on credit card sales.  
There was discussion about transit traffic at the airport.  Bill Pyle stated transit traffic is down a little.  Ron Long asked if transit traffic was down at the Joplin Airport as well.  Mr. Pyle replied Mike Snyder with Mizzou stated transit traffic was down for his area.  
Mr. Beasley stated AVfuel and Flight Plan have been utilized for advertising per the request of the Airport Advisory Committee.  

Nate Keizer asked if there were any ways to cut cost at the airport. Mr. Beasley responded that at this point he was unsure of where those cuts might come from since he has a minimal crew at the airport at this time.  There was some discussion regarding the responsibilities of the staff and if this might be an area costs could be cut.  Mr. Beasley stated he would begin tracking the hours and responsibilities of the staff at the airport to make sure everything is running as efficiently as possible.  
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Cliff Hix asked where the property taxes for hangars at the airport went.  Mr. Beasley informed the Committee that all the property taxes for the hangars went to the County and a percentage comes back to the City.  
Mr. Keizer suggested the City look into advertising the empty hangars on Craig’s List and Barn Stormers.  

The third order of business was an update on the Environmental Assessment   Bill Beasley explained that April 1, 2012 was the deadline for the Public to request a Public Hearing and no hearing was requested.  Therefore the City is now just waiting on the FAA to rule on whether the City can mitigate land to the 23rd Street Bike Park for the Spring Peeper and Gray Bat.  
The fourth order of business was a review of the Capital Improvement Projects listed in the Master Plan.  Bruce Remsberg handed out Chapter 6 of the Airport Capital Improvements Projects (ACIP).  See Attached Documents.  
Chris Hoffman asked if there was a reason the projects were in the order they were in.  He stated he felt that some projects were more important than others at this point in time.  

Mr. Beasley stated that the ACIP was just a guide for the projects that need completing.  He stated if there is no need for the project when it comes time for it, another project will take its place.  

Mr. Remsberg stated the ACIP was simply the FAA’s breakdown of the projects for the Airport.  

Bill Beasley asked if the Committee felt that the extension of the runway was more important than a second taxiway.  
The Committee was agreed in deciding they felt the extension was more important due safety and the opportunity to increase fuel sales.  

Mr. Beasley stated he would speak to the airport planner and see if changes can be made to the [project schedule.  

The fifth order of business was an update on Master Plan and Airport Layout Plan  
Mr. Remsberg handed out several different handouts for the Airport Layout Plan (see attached).  He stated the Airport Layout Plan will proceed as soon as the FAA approves it.  He also stated the Plan does not have to be revised if the order of the projects is moved.

Chris Hoffman asked if state funds are available for any of these projects.  

Mr. Beasley stated state funds are only available if FAA funds are not available.  
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The sixth order of business was a Staff Presentation on the Runway and Taxiway Pavement Maintenance Plan 

Mr. Beasley handed out the Runway and Taxiway Pavement Maintenance Plan to the Committee to look over. 
The seventh order of business was a discussion on MALSR Approach, lighting and runway 16-34 runway lights.  Nathan Keizer stated he spoke to the FAA before the meeting and the he was informed that a wider safety zone is not required.  He feels MALSR would be a good investment as safety features.  

Mr. Beasley stated he would look into this information.  

The eighth order of business was an update on future changes to runway designation to 15-34 and 5-23.  

Mr. Remsberg informed the Committee the magnetic North is changing thus the runways will be changing.  

Mr. Keizer asked if there were plans for the center stripes on the runways.  Mr. Beasley responded stating that the City is looking into FAA requirements for the beads for the paint.  Once this information is discovered the center stripes will be painted.  

There being no further business to be discussed, Nathan Keizer moved, seconded by Ron Long that the meeting be adjourned.  The motioned carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 11:45 a.m.
