The Airport Advisory Committee met on Wednesday, November 3, 2014 at 12:00 p.m., in the City Hall Conference Room.  The meeting was called to order at 12:00 p.m. with three (3) members present.

The first order of business was the approval of the minutes of the meeting of August 11, 2014.  Jesse Hudson moved that the minutes be approved as submitted.  This motion was seconded by Jerry Waltrip and carried unanimously. 

The second order of business was an update on the Runway 16-34 Edge Lighting Project progress.  In this regard, Bill Beasley handed out a copy of the final construction report.  He reported the project has been completed.  Bids were opened on July 10, 2013 and the notice to proceed was issued on January 1, 2014.  The project was completed on May 21, 2014.  The final cost of the project was $499,802.22, which was a 90/10 FAA/City funded project.  

Bill Pyle commended the contractors and pilots for working well together and having minimum shut downs.  He added that all the lights are now LED except the REILS.  

The third order of business was an update on Award KAIP Grant Tree Removal from Runway 16 Approach.  Bill Beasley indicated the Governing Body approved the contract for Lochner to design the tree removal.  He explained this project will be eliminating habitat for endangered animals in the area.  Mitigation will be required.  Mr. Beasley explained he believed they will be burning trees in the area as a way to dispose of the waste.  The clearing of the trees will need to be completed between October through March before the Gray Bat begins to move again.  Specifications are being prepared now and once they are complete it will go to bid.  

Nathan Keizer asked if there was a way to use the Economic Development for $15,905.  
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Mr. Beasley explained he had already discussed this in part with the City Manager, Daron Hall, and at this time the funds need to remain coming out of the Airport General Fund. Bill also handed out a copy of an email showing the Construction Compensation Schedule for the Tree Removal from Runway 16 Approach. 

The fourth order of business was an update on Fuel Sales through September and Status of Airport Users Eligibility for Tier Discounts.  Bill Pyle handed out the attached Fuel Sales for January through October report and the Jet-A Tier Level Discount from January through October citing there are potentially 2 users that could meet the discount at the first tier.  

Bill Beasley also gave a handout showing the latest budget status as of October 31st, 2014 for review.  This handout is also attached.  

The fifth order of business was a discussion on the State of Kansas State-Wide Fly-In/Pittsburg Airport Day.  Bill Pyle indicated the State of Kansas State-Wide Fly-In/Pittsburg Airport Day went very well.  There were 22 aircraft that came to this event and approximately 150 students were served lunch along with the pilots, facilitators, airport staff and volunteers.  

Airport Day was conducted on October 11th, and the weather was rainy and misty but approximately 30 kids received a ride in an airplane.  There were 15 aircraft that attended this event.  

The Committee thanked Mr. Pyle and his crew.  

The sixth order of business was a discussion of Winter Operations.  Bill Pyle indicated he has de-icer on hand ready when winter weather hits.  The dump truck is running at this time and the airport has the necessary equipment to handle a winter storm if it hit.  

Mr. Beasley explained he planned to have another truck with a plow out at the airport by the end of the year.  

The seventh order of business was a discussion of signs.  Bill Beasley explained there has been a new Pittsburg State University (PSU) sign placed at the airport.  Bill Pyle explained he has had several compliments on the PSU sign and it has become a great conversation started.  

Under Other Business, The 2015 tentative schedule for the Airport Advisory Committee meetings was handed out.  After looking it over, Jesse Hudson moved to approve the schedule as submitted.  Nathan Keizer seconded the motion and the motion passed. 
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There being no further business to be discussed, Jesse Hudson moved to adjourn the meeting at 12:50 p.m.  This motion was seconded by Jerry Waltrip and the motion carried.
