Community Health Center of Southeast Kansas forgivable loan

Benson presented the Community Health Center of Southeast Kansas loan for forgiveness consideration. The Community Health Center reported an employment of 150, well above their required employment of 110 required for loan forgiveness. 

MOTION: Beezley motioned to forgive this year’s installment of the Community Health Center of Southeast Kansas loan valued at $123,891.53. Poe seconded. All carried, motion approved.
 

Masonite forgivable loan

Benson then presented the Masonite loan for forgiveness consideration. Masonite reported an employment of 189, which exceeds the 185 they were required to employ for loan forgiveness. 

MOTION: Poe motioned to forgive this year’s installment of the Masonite loan valued at $391,958.13. Beezley seconded. All carried, motion approved.

Potential new Masonite project

The EDAC then met with Steve Cox, Jerred Bennett and Kurt Balthazor of Masonite regarding the company’s renewed need for warehouse space. Masonite has outgrown its new 20,000 square foot expansion and is now storing product in trailers around town, often 40 of them at a time. The EDAC discussed several options with the company and will likely revisit the issue soon.
